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INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL

For program planning purposes, grades 7 to 9 are treated as a unit. The courses which make up
the program are designed to meet the needs, interests and abilities of students of intermediate
school age. Most of the courses are appropriate for awide rangeof abilities. However, in
mathematics and in English, practical level courses are available. Intended for students who have
considerable difficulty and are failing theregular courses, the practical level coursesstress
remediation, and emphasi ze the study of the more fundamental content of the regular courses.

The intermediate school programis a broad one intended to foster theintellectual, physical,
emotional and cultural growth and development of students. To be successful, the program must
be appropriate and the ambiance of the school constructive. An appropriate program includes the
tasks, challenges, experiences and materials which are suitable for the abilities of the students.
The atmosphere of the school must be one in which students feel that they are liked and
supported, in which achievements are recognized as well as shortcomings, in which individual
improvements and abilities are encouraged and where comparisons with others are not over-
stressed.

The intermediate school and its program should encourage students to broaden their interests.
Thisisone function of the coursesin art, music, industrial technology, guidance, asecond
language, and of the broadened nature of many other courses. English language arts, for
example, beginsto treat poetry, short stories, and various written forms as particular genres of
study. Similar definition of sub-fields and exposureto new areas of gudy take place within
mathematics, science and social studies.

The intermediate school years form an important period in students' progress toward
independence. Both the school and its program should assist students toward this objective.
Opportunities for responsibility and for leadership are to be encouraged. Students should have
occasions to discuss the responsibilities and the discipline needed for independence and for
effective leadership. Furthermore, those opportunities for independence and leadership which
the school provides to students should always be accompanied by responsibility for the
consequences. Qutside of the instructional program, student govemment, student librarians,
student assistants in relation to sports, music, drama or a school newspaper are examples of areas
in which increased student responsibility and leadership are appropriate.



COURSE CODES FOR INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL SUBJECTS

For purposes of gathering data, a unique course code is used for each school subject. The
meaning of the course codes is explained below.

The course code may be used wherever the name of a particula school subject isused in this
document. Howeve, the subject names will sometimes beused along with the code, particuarly
if the code is not descriptive of acourse name. For example, MAT200 Grade 8 Mathematics
may be used rather than ssmply MAT200, or SCI100G Grade 7 Late Immersion Science may be
used rather then simply SCI100G.

PUBLIC SCHOOL EDUCATION

In Prince Edward Island the public school system embodies grades 1-12. For program planning
purposes, grades 1-6 are the elementary grades, 7-9 are the intermediate grades and 10-12 the
senior high grades. The program is taught in schools which are organized within the Western
School Board the Eastern School District and La Commission Scolaire de Langue Francaise.

A full school program is available for both English language and French language education.
The schools of La Commission Scolaire de Langue Frangai se operate in the French language.
Second language courses are available in all schools, with instruction beginning not later than
grade four. Ealy French Immersion and late French Immersion programs are availablein some
English language schools.

PHILOSOPHY OF PUBLIC EDUCATION

In 1989 the aims of public education were reviewed. The resulting document, A Philosophy of
Public Education for Prince Edward Island Schools was adopted in March 1990. It contains a
statement of the purpose, principles and goals, summarized below, along with the supporting
rationale and context.

Purpose

The purpose of the Prince Edward Island public education system isto provide for the
development of children so that each may take ameani ngful placein society.

Basic Principles

Public education in P.E.I. is based on a quality program that respects the intrinsic value of the
individual and centers on the development of each child.

The public education system recognizes that education is a responsibility shared among the
schoal, the family, and the community.

The public education system demonstrates respect and support for fundamental human rights as
identified in the Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms and the P.E.I. Human Rights Act.

The public education system reflects the character, cultural heritage, and democratic institutions
of the society it serves.

The programs in the public education system reflect a contemporay view of the knowledge,
kills, and attitudes that are of most worth to theindividual and to soci ety.

The goals of public education are to enable the student to:

- develop an appreciation for learning, an intellectual curiosity, and adesire for lifelong
learning;

- develop the ability to think critically, apply knowledge, and make informed decisions;

- acquire the basic knowl edge and skil Is necessary to comprehend and express ideas through
the use of words, numbers, and other symboals;

- develop an understanding of the natural world and of the applications of science and
technology i n society;

- acquire knowledge about the past and an orientation to the future;



- develop an appreciation for one’s heritage and a respect for the culture and traditions of
others;

- develop a sense of self-worth;

- develop arespect for community values, a sense of personal values, and aresponsihbility
for one' s actiors;

- develop asense of pride and respect of one€'s community, province, and country;
- develop a sense df stewardship for the environment;

- develop creative skills, including those in the arts, and an appreciation of creativityin
others,

- develop skills and attitudes related to the workplace;
- develop good mental and physical health and the ability to creatively use leisure time;

- acquire knowledge of the second official language and an understanding of the bilingual
nature of the country;

- develop an understanding of gender equity issues and of the need to provide equal
opportunities for al; and,

- develop an understanding of fundamental human rights and an appredation for the worth
of al individuals.

Although the family and the community have important rolesto play in public education, the
school’ s curriculum is of prime importance in addressing the goals. The curriculum may be
defined as all the experiences, formal and informal, which the student encounters under the
guidance of the school. The present document, Program of Studies and List of Authorized
Materials outlines the formd part of the schod’s program.




ENGLISH PROGRAMS
MANDATE

The English Programs Divisions provides quality English language curriculum and support
services to teachers and students and provides leadership and coordination in the development of
quality learning opportunities for all students

There are more than 200 courses in the public school curriculum. With such alarge number of
courses, the process of course development, replacement, updating or other types of revisionsisa
continuous one. The procedures for conducting such work are described below.

COURSE DEVELOPMENT/UPDATE PROCEDURE

1 The Department of Education assesses the effectiveness of existing school coursesin
consideration of the Province' s educational goals and the needs of students. The following
information is used as part of the assessment process:

reports from teachers

submissions from school boards/district

submissions from community groups

government studies and initiatives

academic and professional literature in education

the results of provincial testing programs.

2. The decision of whether or not to proceed with development of arevision project is made
by the department based upon:
a. theresult of the assessment
b. the impact on other existing courses/programs
c. recommendations from appropriate curriculum committees
d. approva of the appropriate Standing Committee if major changes are involved

3. The curriculum development work is carried out by an Ad Hoc Curricdum Committeein
conjunction with a Department of Education Consultant. Nominations to acommittee are
requested from each school board/district, and, if appropriate, from Holland College or the
University of Prince Edward Island. The committee:

a. assesses strengths and weaknesses of the present course or program

b. determines, with reference to provincial education goals and any appropriate
Foundation Documents, the outcomesfor the new or revised course

c. evaluatesinstructional materials

d. outlinesacourse of studies

e. makes recommendations on pilot projects and in-service training for pilot teachers.

The carrying out of the procedure outlined above hel ps ensure that high quality, effective courses

Based on recommendations from the Ad Hoc Committee and the Consultant, the

appropriate Department of Education Coordinator:

a. submits arequest to the appropriate Standing Committee for approval in principle and
to the Director for final approvd.

b. consults with schod boards to identify pilot schools and teachers.

c. insuresthat pilot maerials are ordered and that appropriate in-service training is
carried out.

The Department of Education monitors the progress of the pilot projects and provides

information back to the Standing Committee. With this information the committee:

a. reviewsthe progress of the project and recommends discontinuing the project,
continuing the project, or proceeding to implement anew or revised course

b. revises, asneeded, the course of study to reflect any course changes

c. makes provision for in-service training and other supports which will ensure effective
implementation.

FAIR PRESENTATION ON CULTURAL AND OTHER GROUPS

The Department of Education recognizes that fair comment is to be assured in school
presentations respecting any cultural group. Furthermore, stereotypes are to be avoided, whether
in association with gender or any other characteristic. Therefore, in the curriculum planning
process, curriculum committees, consultants and coordinators are directed as follows:

To evaluate aims, instructional materials and courses of study to ensure that thereis fair
and reasoned comment upon the characteristics or practices of any cultural group. Fair
and reasoned comment is characterized by, for example, providing clear and reasonably
complete explanations of characteristics and practices, distinguishing between facts and
inferences or value judgements in discussions of characteristics and practices, and
discouraging students from making hasty value judgaments about characteristics and
practices or other cultures.

To evaluate educational aims, instructional materials and courses of study to ensure that
generalizations made about people are based upon reasonable evidence and that
stereotypes are voided.

The following guidelines apply in evaluating indructional materials:

1.

Texts and other instructional materids should portray a wide variety of occupations,
activities and interests as being equally suitable for both men and women.

Human experiences presented in textbooks should include references to both men and
women.

M essages about society and an individual’s place in it should imply equality of women and
men.

ART

The Theme and Studio Program is designed to give every student entering intermediate school an
awareness of the creative and functional potentials of art. It does not attempt to create artists, but
rather to open up the possibilities of art experiences as away to enrich other aspects of the
student'slife.

Techniques are not taught as ends in themselves, but are taught as necessary to follow the themes
chosen for the course. The themes are diverse in nature (insects, transportation, under water, ...)
and at least one project in each theme should relate to another subject area. Three projects are
usually completed in each theme.

Requests for textbook and references material should be addressed to Arts Consultant,
Department of Education.

* Where Art courses are offered, they may be designated ART100A for agrade 7 course in

English, or ART100F for agrade 7 course in French immersion. Similarly grade 8 courses
may be ART200A, or ART200F, and grade 9 courses may be ART300A, or ART300F

Additional Note.

Please note that grades 7 to 9 visual arts curriculum is currently under development.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ARTS

Description

The English program for grades seven through nine is based on an integrated language arts
model. Speaking, listening, reading, writing, representing and viewing receive attention in the
program to increase students communication skills and to devel op students’ knowledge and their
appreciation of literature. Integration of the language arts is recommended in instruction;
furthermore, building instruction upon student-centered purposes and interests is encouraged.
Writing assignments, with variety in purpose, audience and form, arise from the study of
literature and from other classroom experiences. In evaluation and assesssment of writing and
speaking, by the teachers and by students themselves, content and effectiveness are of prime
importance; however, word usage, syntax, spelling and other surface features are not neglected.

Within the objectives and approach described above, teachers have considerable flexibility. The
main textbooks contain numerous instructional ideas and more than enough literature for each
year of the course; in addition, a variety of novelsis available. Optional spelling and handwriting
materials are listed for garde 9, and language and writing texts and supplemental resources are
also listed for grades 7 & 8.

Atlantic Provinces Education Foundation Language Arts Curriculum

A copy of theAtlantic Provinces Education Foundation Curriculum Document in Language Arts
was distributed to each language arts teacher in Prince Edward Island in October 1996.
Additional copies of this document are available at the Department of Education office This
document offersavision of what thelearning and teaching of Engish language arts can become
when well supported by the education system and community and when strengthened by
collaboration among students, teachers, administraors and community members.

This document also provides aframework on which educators and othersin the learning
community can base decisions concerning learning experiences, instructional techniques and
assessment strategies, using cur riculum outcomes as a reference point. The English Language
Arts Curriculum Guide is now fully implemented for grades 7-9.

MultiSource Language Arts Resources

Three MultiSource themes at each grade level (7, 8 and 9) were implemented on Prince Edward
Island during the 1995-96 and 1996-97 school years. These resources enablethe languagearts
teacher to provide an integrated multimedia approach to English language arts. Teachers are
encouraged to provide students with awide range of reading, viewing, speaking, listening,
writing, and representing experiences.

During their yearsin grades 7, 8 and 9 students need to engage in meaningful dassroom talk

which can often occur in peer revision of writing and collaborative group experiences.
Meaningful group talk can arise from the students’ reading, viewing, writing, representing and
listening experiences. Teachers can provide independent reading opportunities, as well as plenty
of writing experiencesin avariety of formsfor red audiences and purposes. Often the material
in one of the MultiSource resources is the stimulus for one or more of these experiences.

Teachers are encouraged to keep a class set of Contexts at each grade level as many of the
selections in these anthol ogies can enrich the MultiSource themes. I1n addition, The Bridges
seriesisuseful in providing instruction in process writing.

Students need, in addition to plenty of independent reading, an in-depth study of one or more
novelsin each of the MultiSource themes at each grade level.

The themes for thevarious grades are as follows:

FRENCH (CORE)

Description

The Grades 7-9 French Second L anguage program emphasizes communi cative competence and
the development of the four basic language skills - listening comprehension, reading
comprehension, oral production, written production - by increasing the possibilities for self-
expression and for authentic communication in French. Fields of experience related to the
interests of students are explored culminating in afinal project for each theme.

Course Outline Information

The Francais de base 7¢, 8°, 9° Programme d’ étude et guide pédagogique (Intermediate Core
French Grades 7-8-9 Curriculum Guide), 1997 is avalable from PLMDC.

Time Allocation for Core French Programs

Asoutlined in a departmental directive, the recommended time allotment for Intermediate Core
Frenchis 11-13%. It is preferable to offer Core French on adaily basis (40 minute classes).
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HEALTH & FAMILY LIFE EDUCATION

HEALTH & FAMILY LIFE HFL100A, HFL200A, HFL300A

Description

P.E.l. schools have been using the Lifestyles Program since 1989-90. This health curriculum

reflects the preventative approach of health education today. Rather than afocus on ill-health
and its treatment, it features a focus on personal well-being, particularly upon those aspects of
well-being which are most within the control of the individual. These include decisions about
diet, fithess, smoking and other drugs, friends and family relationships, careers, and sexuality.

Family life education promotes the individual's mental and social health in the area of positive
personal growth and family relationships. It provides an information base on good health
practices and opportunities to devel op attitudes and skills for community living. Family life
education isavitd component of atotal health curriculum.

Time allotment should be 120 minutes per 6 day cycle.
First Aid isretained in the Grade 9 course.

Parental permission isrequired in order for students to take part in the gudy of human sexuality
and the grade 9 unit on Alternate Prevention - Issue of Condoms. Furthermore, parents may
request that their children not participate in the personal safety and abuse prevention unitsin the
grade 7 course.

Additional Notes

Classroom supports and program videos are outlined in the Teacher’s Manual.

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INDUSTRIAL TECHNOLOGY

For reference to courses at particular grade leveds, the course codes IND100A, IND200A, or
IND300A may be used to designate coursesin grade 7, 8 or 9.

Description

Industrial Technology isthat part of education which leads to an understanding of the
technological and industrial aspects of society. At the intermediate school level, Industrial
Technology isnot an in-depth study of industry, but rather an examination of industry at the
awareness and exploratory level.

The Intermediate School Industrial Technology Program includes two phases of educational
experiences. Phase 1 isan introduction to, and an application of tools, machines, and materials.
Phase 2 encompasses an elementary introduction to representative technologes prevalent in the
world of work.

Phase 1

The purpose of Phase 1 is to introduce students to tools, machines, and materials, in amultiple
activity environment. This phase utilizes the current project feature of Industrial Technol ogy

The design project as a vehicle gves the students arealistic opportunity to develop an awareness
of and to explore the use of tools, machines and materials in the areas of woods, metals, plastics
and ceramics.

Phase 2

In this phase the students are introduced to the various technol ogies prevalent in the world of
work and the interdependence of these technologes. Thisisaso in amultiple activity
environment and takes advantage of programmed learning.

Graphic Communications - drafting and design, photography, and printing
Electricity/Electronics
Power
Industry
Computer Awareness

The vision for technology education in Atlantic Canada fosters the development of all learners as
technologically literate and capable citizens who can devel ap, implement, and communicate
practicd, innovative, and responsbletechnological solutionsto problems.

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RESOURCE-BASED LEARNING &
SCHOOL LIBRARY PROGRAMS

School libraries and teacher-librarians contribute to the achievement of educational goals and
objectives, including the development of learners' information literacy, through programs and
services that implement and support the instructional programs within schools. The Atlantic
Provinces Education Foundation (APEF) emphasizes resource-based learning as a key

instructi onal approach for al educators. At all levels (dlementary, intermediate and senior high
schools) the schod library-resource centre program should support the achievement of students
learning outcomes for information literacy through resource-based learning.

The school library program is most effective when it is integrated with the school’ s instructional
program and teachers and teacher-librarians use a collaborative approach to planning,
implementing, and evaluating resource-based learning activities. The focus should be on
providing all students with regular, consistent opportunities for learning how to access, evaluate,
use, apply and present information (in avariety of formats), to meet their curricular and personal
learning needs. Schools should have a plan for making optimal use of the schoal library (facility,
collection of learning resources, and instructional program), and for developinglearning
outcomes for students’ information literacy, as well as promoting the enjoyment of reading and
appreciation of literature. These plans are often part of the school’ s approach for integrating
information and communication technol ogies since students need to develop information literacy
through resource-based leaming as well as technological competence. Providng students with
information from a variety of learning resources should include appropriate electronic sources.
Schools will need to ensure that al learners have adequate access to computers and access as
well to the information literacy instruction they requireto make effective use of all information
sources, regardless of format.

The school library’ s centrdized collection of learning resources should include print (books,
periodicals, etc. including fiction and nonfiction) non print materials (including audo, visual,
computer software) and the equipment necessary to manage, use or produce them. Collections of
learning resources need to be viewed from several perspectives, on-site, local, regiona and
globd, and sd ected primarily to support the school curriculum and learners needs. Library-
resource centres are increasingly viewed as access points to information within and beyond the
school; learning resources, including human resources, are frequently accessed or borrowed and
shared among other school or public collections and from community agencies. The selection of
supplementary learning resources for school library collections is another important part of the
rolefor al school library personnel. Support is available from the Department of Education,
information about a variety of selection aids and sources for assistance (print, online and
consultant’s services) is available in the PEI School Library Handbook. The Selection Ad Hoc
Committee isin the process of developing an online selection database which will include lists of
learning resources recommended by qualified personnel from across the province.
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During the 1999-2000 school year several changes took place with regards to the type of support
available to schools from the Department of Education. These included the provision of a PE]
School Library Handbook and Web-based curriculum/instructional support through Building
Information Literacy (or BIL). Included in the Handbook are two government documents, The
Minister’s Directive Concerning PEI School Libraries and The Standards for PEI School
Libraries. These new cornerstone documents replace the earlier circulars, The PEI School
Library Policy (92-03) and Guidelines for PEI School Libraries (92-04) as officia “ policy”
regarding school libraries and their role in the public education system.

Support for the schooal library instructional programs continues to be available in the form of
services offered by consultants and a portion of the PEI School Library Handbook is also
devoted to curriculum and instruction. In addition to these, Building Information Literacy (BIL)
provides schools with interactive and accessible support for developing and implementing their
integrated school library programs.

This curriculum support serviceis not just for school library personnel... itisavailablefor all
teachers and administrators. BIL’s message s clear, “Information Literacy and Resource-Based
Learning are key instructional approaches promoted throughout the APEF Curriculum... teachers
and students should be able to find essential support for this process through collaboration with
their teacher-librarians and their integrated school library programs and collections.”

An online tutorial has been developed which enables participants to receive support for the
creation and sharing of their own resource-based learning activities. These are to be submitted
online for review by a committee of educators who will select additional “Building Plans’ to be
included in Building Information Literacy.

The trandation of the School Library Handbook into French is nearing completion and plans are
underway to create a French version of Building Information Literacy, which will be integrated
fully with French curriculaand programs. In the interim, much of BIL will be useful for
supporting the development of students' information literacy through resource-based learning
and quality school library programsin schools with French first language and French second
language instructional programs.
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MATHEMATICS

Description

The Atlantic Canada Mathematics Curriculum is shaped by a vision which fosters the
development of mathematically literate students who can extend and apply their learning and
who are effective participants in an increasingly technological society. The teaching and learning
in mathematics activities and classrooms should enable al students to:

. learn to value mathematics

. become confident in their ability to do mathematics
. become mathematical problem solvers

. learn to communicate mathematicdly

. learn to reason mathematically.

Fundamentally, mathematicsis a set of ideas. The intent of the PEI/APEF Mathematics
Curriculum isto ensure that students understand these ideas, not just master the rules and
procedures. At the sametime, it is essential that students accomplish a certain level of skill
proficiency so that they have thetools to solve interesting and relevant problems. Practice of
skillsis usually more effectiveif the practice aises in meaningful contexts.

The outcomes for the mathematics curriculum are organized in terms of four content strands:

. number concepts/number relationships and relationship operations
. patterns and relations

. shape and space

. data management and probability.

In summary, instructional practices in mathematics should promote:

. classrooms as mathematical communities

. logic and mathematical evidence as verification

. mathematical reasoning

. conjecturing, inventing and problem-solving

. connecting mathematics, itsideasand its applicatiors.

The PEI/APEF Mathematics Foundation Document provides a philosophical and pedagog cal
underpinning for the mathematics education in our province. The PEI/APEF Primary and
Elementary Mathematics Curriculum guides provide specific curriculum guidance for teachers
and students. The two authorized resources are | nteractions (Pearson) and Mathpower - Western
Edition (McGraw-Hill-Ryerson).
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MUSIC

Where particular music courses are to be designated, the course codes MUS100A, MUS200A, or
MUS300A may be used for grades 7, 8, and 9.

Students studying music at these levels should be taught using methods emphasizing the
elements of music. Musical language and forms, sight-reading, aurd training, and listening
should be taught. If it ischosen with regard to intermediate school level, material may be
integrated with and related to practical music performance. With regard to performance, thereis
normally a choice of emphasis between instrumental (band or strings) and choral performance.
Where band courses are taught, they are aranged in six levels, each level corresponding to ayear
of study. When thefirst level istaken in thefirst year of intermediate school, it is expected that
the sixth level will becompleted by the end of senior high school.

Detailed information on the instructional material mentioned below isto be found in the
document, Instrumental Music Curriculum Intermediate and Senior High Band.

“The purpose of the intermediate and senior high ingrumental music (band) program exists to
provide students with experience which: enhance the growth of aesthetic sensitivity through the
development of musical understanding.” (Instrumental Music Curriculum Intermediate and
Senior High Band, 1997).

The program isintended to provide studentsin grade 7 through 9 with an opportunity to develop
skillsin avariety of physical activities at levels of profidency reflective of each student's unique
abilities.

Activities from team sports, racquet sports, individual activities, outdoor pursuits, and
gymnastics are included. Dance and fitness areto be used to provide a balanced physical
education program for this level.

Description

HIS1004 HISTORY
Currently under review

Description

The orientation of the program is toward social history, focusing on the experiences of men,
women, and children as they interact with people and events in the Canadian environment from
pre-contact to 1814. It begins with a study of the student's own local community and from there
moves on to explore the major communities in early Canadian history - those of Native peoples,
New France, and Upper Canada. The course gives appropriate emphasis to the development of
skills within the context of historical content thereby introducing students to the fundamental
technique of histarical research and analysis.

HIS2004 HISTORY

Description

This course is sequential to the Grade Seven History program and it continues the study of
Canada from 1814 to 1900. Major themes considered are economic & social development in
the 1820's and 30s, movements toward political reform, Confederation, building the CPR,
rebellionsin the West, and growth and development of Canada during the post-Confederation
period.

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FRENCH IMMERSION PROGRAMS

Description

At theintermediate level, two French Immersion programs are available: the Early French
Immersion (EFI) Program for students who began French Immersion in the first grade and the
Late French Immersion (LFI) Program for students beginning French Immersion in the seventh
grade.

EARLY FRENCH IMMERSION

Description

Early French Immersionis a program which offersinstruction in French. The subjects avalable
in French are French Language Arts, Health and Family Life Education, Mathematics, Science
and Social Studies. All of these subjects are not taught in every immersion school. The French
courses offered in Grades 7-8-9 are intended to ensure the maintenance and progression of the
language acquisitions of Early Immersion students.

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SCIENCE (EFI - MI)

Description

The magjority of our knowledge, one of our greatest resources, has a scientific basis.
Technological advances have considerably changed or modified the quality of life on eath. We
have learned over the yearsthat it is not only important to understand the principals which guide
these advancesbut also to weigh the possible goals and consequences of these sciertific
breakthroughs.

Science and technology will always play an integral role in our students lives whatever path
they decideto follow. It isessential that students learn more about the world around them so that
they can take advantage of the scientific developments and technologies that will hopefully
enhance their lives and their environment.

Our program takes on avery interactive goproach to science, which promotes reflection on
behalf of the student. The emphasisis placed on problem solving, current and relevant issues,
which in turn motivates the use of the scientific method. Thisincludes questioning, formulating,
predicting, imagining, organizing, making, verifying, observing, interpreting, inferring and
working together efficiently as ateam.
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SOCIAL STUDIES (EFI and LFI)

The notes that follow apply to early and lateimmersion socia studies programs; however, the
courses and ingructiond materials are listed separ ately.

Learning socia studiesis an opportunity to understand the world in which onelives. Skillsthat
students practice in socia studies will serve for an entire academic career and beyond: to develop
the ability tothink critically, to retrieve and process information, to apply knowledge and to
communicate effectively orally and on paper. These goals are reflected in the Philosophy of
Education for P.E.l. and form the backbone of the French immersion social studies program.

With thisin mind, the content of the social studies program is seen as avehiclefor developing
skillsrelated to social studies. By and large, the context for devel gping those skillsin
intermediate French immersion isCanada. However, in order to reflect theglobal community to
which we belong, teaching strategiesin all social studies courses include addressing current
events at al levels, thus lending importance and relevance to student learning.

Since agoal of the French immersion program isto develop the full second language potential of
students, this dimengon of the social studies program presents a particuar challengefor students
and teachers. Consequently, teaching and learning strategies which enhance and encourage the
development of oral skills are also promoted.

While social studies are introduced at the elementary level by way of atheme approach, the
foundation for aformal social studies program islaid in Grades 7 and 8 with a geography/history
centred curriculum.

According to Van Santbergen, adisciple of the learned Swiss psychologist Jean Piaget, the onset
of adolescence is characterized by a curiosity about the past. Thisis borne out when students are
asked to construct time lines of their own short life, and when they demonstrate a curiosity about
“the way thingswere”. A goal of the Grades 7 and 8 social studies course isto develop skills
which will allow students to understand the influence of people and eventsin the past so that
they may better appreciate the realities of present-day Canada. These redlities, past and present,
are largely the result of geographical considerations: terrain, climate, vegetation, natural
resources, etc. For thisreason, it isimportant for studentsin Grade 7 and 8 to see the inherent
links between history and geography.

Van Santbergen goes on to suggest that at approximately age 14, with the expanding adol escent
mind comes a preoccupation with the present, and especially surrounding social realities. The
stage is ripe to develop critical thinking and the ability to analyse, synthesize, formulate and
justify opinions and draw condusions. The Grade9 social studies course is an introdudion to
three social sciences. _sociology, political science and economics. However, since history and
geography form the organizational base for all social sciences, areview of the history and
geography of the Atlantic region is necessary to set the stage for examining cultural, soaal,
political and economic realities of the region in which we live. This course also draws heavily
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from current events at the local, national and intemational level. Toisolate the Atlantic regionin
the classroom would be counter-productive to the goals of the course.

SOCI00F SOCIAL STUDIES EFI

Description

The Grade 7 social studies program is an activity oriented coursewhich integrates history and
geography skills for the purpose of understanding the interdependence inherent in these two
social sciences Major themes studed in this course are Native Peoples of Canada, Early
Explorations, European Settlement, and Life in Upper and Lower Canada. In this course, Canada
isthe context for developing basic illsin cartogrgphy and for understanding the physicd,
political and cultural realities of Canada past and present.

SOC200F SOCIAL STUDIES EFI

Description

The Grade 8 social studies program begins with alook at conflict asit relates to students’
personal lives, as well as conflict in the global community. The Rebellions of Upper and Lower
Canada are a backdrop for discussions about negotiation, compromise and conflict resolution.
The Grade 8 program integrates history and geography skills throughout the four major themes:
Conflict and Change, Confederation, The Advance Westward and Canada at the Turn of the
Twentieth Century.

SOC300F SOCIAL STUDIES EFI

Description
This course utilizes a student centred inquiry approach to explore the geogragphy, history, culture,

society, politics, economics and global interdependence of the Atlantic region. The focusison
contemporary i Ssues.
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LATE FRENCH IMMERSION

Late French Immersion is aprogram which offers instruction in French during approximately
75% of the school day. Beginning at grade seven, the program is intended for students who have
had French as asecond language during elementary school years. Endish languagearts
continues to be offered as in the regular English programs.

Exposure to the French | anguage continues at all grade levels through to the completion of high
school, but on a decreasing time basis. Those subjects which are offered in French & the various
grade levels are the foll owing:

Grade 7 - 75 % in French:
French, math, socia studies, science, health/family life education

Grade 8 - 75 % in French:
French, math, social studies, science, health/family life education

Grade 9 - 50% in French:
French, social studies, science, health/family life education

FRENCH LANGUAGE ARTS (LFI)
Description

A French second language methodology is used to devel op the four basic communication skills:
listening, speaking, reading and writing in the Late Immersion program. Due to the heavy
concentration of time in French in all subjects, the students progress rapidly through the program
developing linguistic and communicative competence and confidence. The program also
includes an introduction to literature, beginning with a collection of easy textsin grade 7 and
moving to more challenging onesin grade 9.
