Landscape Photographs
Keep the horizon horizontal (i.e. - sea, street, vehicle, background)
Frame the picture with something (ex: tree branches) around the edges (probably out-of-
focus)
Put the image off-center (Rule of thirds)
Try:
foreground in focus background in focus
flash (use same subject for this) flash off
normal lens telephoto or zoom
till-Life and Unusual Photographs
Try:
image in center image off-center (Rule of thirds)
ex.: books, rocks, computers, floor tiles, geometric patterns

roup Photographs (5 or more people)
Avoid putting everyone in a line or with “Say cheese” expressions
Avoid interference from the background.
Try:
individuals at different heights, some sitting, some standing
individuals at slightly different distances, some closer to camera, some farther away
forming geometric patterns like triangles or semi-circles
using props like sports gear, cell phones, monkey bars, teeter-totters, steps, cars, ...
background in focus background out of focus
Action Photographs
* You may need to change some settings on your camera for these to work properly
* Person or object should appear to be moving into or leaving the picture
* “Pan” the object while it’s moving so it’s in focus - or let it go out of focus to indicate
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speed
Pre-focus on the distance you want and let the person or object move into your set-up

Note: It’s easier to shoot objects moving toward or away from you than moving side-
ways
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
