Databases are
also becoming more widely used by home users for address
books, cd collections, recipe archives, etc. There are very few
fields in which databases cannot be used.

Media playeris a term typically used to describe computer
software for playing back multimedia files. Most software
media players support an array of media formats, including
both audio and video files.

Microsoft Windows comes with pre-loaded Windows Media
Player. The latest is Windows Media Player 11, which is
bundled with Windows Vista, and available as a download for
Windows XP SP2. Mac OS X comes pre-loaded with Quicktime
Player for playing Quicktime movies and iTunes for playing a
variety of media formats. Winamp supports Apple iPods and
other portables like Creative's Zen while also supporting audio
and video playback. Linux distributions come pre-loaded with
various media players including VLC, MPlayer, xine, and Totem
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Different File formats

A A file format is a particular way to encode information
for storage in a computer file.

A Since a disk drive, or indeed any computer storage, can
store only bits, the computer must have some way of
converting information to Os and 1s and vice-versa. There
are different kinds of formats for different kinds of
information. Within any format type, e.g., word
processordocuments, there will typically be several
different formats. Sometimes these formats compete
with each other.
