This way, all vehicles 

will be travelling in the same direction and the children once dropped 

off can move directly to the walkway or the sidewalk to enter the 

school. The yellow barricades were placed to ensure students using 

the crosswalk would be physically separated from vehicles.  If there 

are parking spots available please feel free to make use of them.  

At dismissal time, the bus will be parked in the lot therefore we 

would kindly ask that vehicles not enter the drop off area until after 

the bus has left. Again this will hopefully minimize the risk for a child 

to be hurt. There presently are times when cars are exiting the lot 

while students are embarking on the bus .  

We feel strongly that ensuring the safety of students is our primary 

mission and therefore we are requesting your assistance with this new 

procedure. This protocol, we feel will reduce the chances of a child 

being injured while adding some much needed order to the drop off 

and pick up times. Additionally, as the winter months are upon us, the 

combination of students wearing 

bulkier clothing  and rushing to 

get to awaiting vehicles means 

students may not be as aware of 

moving cars. We do apologize 

for any inconveniences, but the 

intent of this new procedure is 

to ensure the safety of all our 

students.     

In early December, we had 

a student who came very 

close to being hurt by a 

vehicle while leaving the 

school at the end of the 

day. Fortunately, the stu-

dent was uninjured but did 

receive quite a scare as a 

result.  

As some parents may recall, 

the parking lot was a source 

of worry a few years ago. 

The Provincial Department 

of Public Works completed 

a redesign and the Eastern 

School District completed 

the update of the parking 

lot. 

The barricades were placed 

to provide a safe walkway 

for studentõs use and addi-

tional parking spots were 

added in front of the 

school. A sidewalk was also 

added to the front of the 

school.  

The results seem to have 

had the desired effects, that 

is until this recent incident. 

We know there is some 

congestion at 2:30 as chil-

dren are running out to 

awaiting cars.  

Therefore in the morning if 

you are dropping off your 

child please enter the front 

parking lot. This area is 

being designated as the 

òStudent Drop Offó.
